The 2011 Livingston High School Girls Volleyball Team won its third group sectional 
championship with a 2-1 victory over North Hunterdon High School, and then went on to capture 
the Group IV State Championship, the second in school history, by defeating Hunterdon Central 
High School, 2-0, on November 12, 2011.
